WIRE AND METAL SCULPTURE Experi-
ment with different approaches to wire sculp-
ture to create both three dimensional forms as 
well as creative relief sculptures. Form as well 
as texture and color will be important design 
tools.

WONDROUS WATERCOLOR Paint out-
side the lines! Create realistic and experimental 
watercolors with a variety of techniques like 
splash, splatter, wash, wet-on-wet and dry 
brush. We’ll even experiment with salt. 

YOGA, MINDFULNESS AND ART Enter 
a safe space where we’ll use yoga as a tool to 
develop an awareness of ourselves and others. 
Movement will be paired with journaling, poet-
ry, and drawing as methods of self-expression.
